·	 Sexual Conduct.

·	 Neediness. She depended on man to meet the ____desirous____  
of her heart. 
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·	 Attitude toward possessions. She was a shopaholic who got her “fix” 
from getting “stuff.”

·	 Attitude of entitlement. She demanded immediate __gratification.__

·	 Reliability. She did not stick to the vow she had made.
